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FOREWORD

“We have only just begun to win."

I think that is how our Founder, were he with us at this stage of
the long fight against poliomyelitis, might have described the bright-
ening prospect before us today.

When Franklin D. Roosevelt died in April of 1945, the National
Foundation for Infantile Paralysis was supporting research which
had as its ultimate object a preventive of polio. But the goal at that
time lay beyond many mystifying horizons: the way led through
many uncharted fields.

Now the dream has come true. Yet, for many thousands, the
joyous reality is too late. The need for help against shriveled limbs,
against faltering breath, against blighted lives, continues. The or-
ganization founded by Franklin D. Roosevelt cannot, will not, let
these people down. They must have care as long as they need it.

And there is more we must find out about the polio virus and
vaccine through continued scientific research. And skillful hands
must be trained through our Professional Educational Program.

That is why, in 1956, there is a call upon the generosity and the
self-interest of the people of America.
